Hello Neighbors:

In our attempt to maintain the beauty and serenity of Fairington Farms Subdivision, the Neighborhood Standards Committee would like to take the opportunity to make you aware of some issues observed in and around our community.  We ask that every resident refer to our declaration of covenants for clarity.  If you have any further questions/concerns, please feel free to contact your association president (Bro. Jill Luo-Gardner) at 678-591-3867.  

1. Pets:  Residents must properly dispose of poop while walking their pets.  Our covenants require that poop must be picked up immediately by the pet’s owner and properly disposed of.  Pets should not be allowed to poop in the yards of other residents to include vacant/for-sale/foreclosed homes.  Also be aware that Pit bulls are forbidden in our community.  Violators will be held accountable.  Article VI:  Section 10. Animals and Pets 
2. Speeding:  As we continue the process of getting speed humps (Traffic Calming) placed in our community, we ask that all residents and visitors maintain a safe speed in our subdivision.  Below 25mph works best.  We have started sending out notices to residents who have been found speeding and/or driving recklessly in our neighborhood. Residents are also responsible and will be held accountable for their visitors who speed and/or observed driving recklessly in our neighborhood. Article VI: Section 11 Nuisance.
3. Parking:  Although we do understand the need to park on the street, all residents should refrain from parking vehicles within the curves of our community or any other area that poses a safety hazard, prevents entry/exit from another resident’s driveway, creates congestion, or prevents deliveries by the postal service. Covenants Article VI:  Use Restrictions & Rules, Section 7, Vehicles; DeKalb County Code of Ordinances Article IV:  Supplemental Regulations Sec. 27-766.  Parking regulations, off-street parking spaces. 
4. Littering:  It is the responsibility of every neighbor to maintain the cleanliness of our community.  Please place trash and other debris in its proper receptacle.  Any residents or visitors observed littering in our community will be held accountable.  Article VI: Use Restrictions and Rules; Section 11. Nuisance; Section 12. Unsightly or Unkempt Conditions.
5. Noise:  Please be aware of the noise ordinance strictly enforced by our declaration of covenants and Dekalb County. Noise levels should be lowered after hours or beyond 10pm. As a courtesy, neighbors should also be notified of events beforehand if noise levels are expected to go beyond normal levels at anytime.  Article VI: Use Restrictions and Rules; Section 11. Nuisance.
6. Mildew:  Please be observant of the outer walls of your home.  These walls (especially white walls) have a tendency to grow mildew over time.  Article VI: Use Restrictions and Rules; Section 11: Nuisance; Section 12: Unsightly and Unkempt conditions.
7. Businesses:  All businesses operating within the community must follow the strict guidelines set forth by Article VI: Use Restrictions and Rules; Section 2: Residential Use.  Please remember, we are a community first.

8. Leasing:  Lots may be leased for residential purposes only.  All leases shall have a minimum term of six (6) months and a copy of all leases shall be given to the Board of Directors by the Owner of the Lot within thirty (30) days of entering into the lease.  All leases shall require that the tenant acknowledge receipt of a copy of the Declaration, Bylaws, use restrictions, and rules and regulations of the Association and shall also obligate the tenant to comply with these documents.  Article VI: Use Restrictions and Rules; Section 8: Leasing.

9. Guests (Occupants Bound):  All provisions of the Declaration, Bylaws, and of any rules and regulations, use restrictions or design guidelines adopted pursuant to the Declaration which govern the conduct of Owners and which provide for sanctions against Owners shall also apply to all occupants of Lots and guests and invitees of occupants or Owners.  The Owner shall be responsible for ensuring that the occupant, and the guests, invitees and licensees of the Owner or the occupant strictly comply with all provisions of the Declaration, Bylaws, and any rules and regulations adopted by the Board of Directors.  Fines may be levied against Owners or occupants.  If a fine is first levied against and occupant and is not paid in a timely manner, the fine may then be levied against the Owner. Article VI: Use Restrictions and Rules; Section 9: Occupants Bound.  

Please note: All of these issues/violations can result in an initial fine of $250 with a subsequent lien on a resident’s home if found negligent.  Should you have any further questions/concerns, please feel free to contact us at the number listed above.  Thanks for your support.
